The committee then moved on to discuss proposed objectives and activities for Goal 4: Cluster Detection and Response (CDR) Plan regarding 1) development of a CDR Plan, 2) collaboration with the Florida Department of Health to detect clusters in the OSA, 3) reestablishment and expansion of a data sharing agreement for cluster detection with each county of the OSA, and 4) implementation of HIV testing and outreach events in cluster locations.
